section of Ray Park reserve
behind Magnolia Avenue
Walkway and Japonica
Road at Roselea/
Carlingford will undergo
major restoration.

‘The area, once orchards,
was rezoned for housing
sub-division in the 19605
and as a condition of sub-
division the area known as
Ray Park was created.
Unfortunately; with the
sub-division works the
native understorey was
cleared leaving only a few
endemic Blackbutt and
Turpentine trees. Over the
years weeds have
dominated the site.

Last month local
politicians and councillors
joined volunteers and
planted three blackbutts to
initiate the project which
is expected to take 18
months.

“This important sie links

he Flomesas' ok,
heritage walk and nature
trail which serves as a
commauter link between
several parks and reserves.

o keep the public
informed, it is planned
that temporary informative
posters will be placed on
site outlning the progress
of the project.

In the final stage of the
project the revegetated site
will have permanent
interpretive signage
installed detailing the local
native plant species used
10 re-establish this wildlife
habitat and to create Small
Bird Habitat Havens.

Initially restoration of
the area through weed
eradication, revegetation of
native understorey and
installation of bird and
‘mammal nesting boxes
will be undertaken.
